DDF, a group of civil society
organizations submitted a package
of recommendations to the Ministry
of Internal Affairs regarding the
development of a new strategy for
police reforms and the 2024-2026 action
plan. The package of recommendations
presents sectoral issues mapped by
the Armenian civil society, which were
identified during a workshop-discussion
held in December 2023 with the initiative
of DDF and with the participation of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs.

Later, DDF organized a public discussion
on the Police Reform Strategic Program
with the Ministry of Internal Affairs, which
was attended by the police leadership,
representatives from state bodies,
international organizations, and civil
society organizations, with around 50
participants.

Besides Yerevan, similar discussion was
also organized with regional activists and
youth in Dilijan.

n the framework of the «Integrity of

Justice Reform» project, implemented
by a consortium of CSOs and led by DDF,
Helsinki Citizens’ Assembly Vanadzor
Office (HCAV) has continued to monitor
police reforms and processes related to
the formation of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs. With DDF support, the organization
has prepared and published a report
“Evaluation of the Police Reform Strategy
2020-2022",which aims to provide a
comprehensive professional assessment of
the reforms implemented within the police
system over the course of two years.

In the context of police reforms in Armenia,
HCAV has also examined the police
procurement process and prepared a report
identifying the corruption risks associated
with police procurement activities and
processes.

ith DDF support, the “Protection of

Rights Without Borders” (PRWB)
NGO has continued monitoring of
disciplinary proceedings against judges
in the Supreme Judicial Council to reveal
existing legislative and practical gaps. The
organization presented the findings in.
the report regarding the monitoring of
disciplinary proceedings conducted by the
Supreme Judicial Council during the period
of January-June 2023. During the reporting
period, the Supreme Judicial Council
examined 14 cases of disciplinary measures
in relation to 17 judges.

PRW has prepared a

report titled “2023
Activity Review of the Anti-Corruption
Committee,” which summarizes the work
of Armenia’s Anti-Corruption Committee
(ACCQ). It highlights the factors affecting the
effectiveness of the ACC work, including the
adequacy of human and financial resources,
as well as the completeness of the legal acts
regulating the sector.

DD has also supported HCAV in

conducting extensive multi-year
monitoring of court hearings, with the aim
of providing a substantiated evaluation of
the work of judicial bodies. The organization
has prepared the report titled “Justice with
Open Eyes”, which outlines the issues of
the judicial system and proposes changes
for protection of the right to a fair trial,
specifically the right to a public hearing
within reasonable period of time.

During the visit to Poland in June, the
Armenian delegation held meetings

at the Warsaw City Police Department,
visited the Police Training Center in
Legionowo, and observed the ongoing
training exercises. The delegation

also visited the Office of the Polish
Ombudsman, where they met with the
Director of the National Mechanism for
the Prevention of Torture and the Head
of the Law Enforcement Proceedings
Department.

In November, as part of the study visit to
Berlin, representatives from the Ministry

of Internal Affairs and civil society
organizations held meetings with Germany’s
State Secretary, the Chief Inspector of Police
for the Federal States and key Officials
regarding policing the protests.

D DFand several dozen civil society
organizations have jointly
presented a report on the human rights
situation in Armenia within the framework of
the United Nations Human Rights Council’s
Universal Periodic Review. DDF initiated and
coordinated the preparation of the report.
The report covers areas such as justice and
anti-corruption reforms, the protection of
human rights defenders, the prevention of
torture and ill-treatment, the right to life,
combating gender-based violence, freedom
of assembly and expression, freedom of
information, as well as the rights to elections,
non-discrimination, property, living in a
healthy and safe environment, and the rights
to health and education, and offers a set of
recommendations on improvement of the
human rights situation in the country

D DFand a group of civil society
organizations condemned
the violence against participants of the
protests by police officers during the
demonstrations in Yerevan on May 27, 2024.
Reaffirming the calls for radical reforms
within the police system, the civil society
organizations demanded that the Office of
the General Prosecutor and the Investigative
Committee conduct independent and
effective investigations into any apparent
cases of human rights violations, humiliation
of human dignity, torture, and ill-treatment,
and hold police officers accountable for such
violations. They also called on the Ministry
of Internal Affairs of Armenia to respect the
rights of peaceful protesters, refrain from
using violence, excessive force, and other
actions that undermine human dignity.

Together with more than two dozen
civil society organizations, DDF has
developed a statement regarding the
draft law on amendments to the “Law on
Freedom of Information” in Armenia. The
organizations have assessed the draft as
highly problematic, proposed removing

it from circulation, and conducting
comprehensive discussions with sectoral
experts and civil society organizations. As a
result, the government initiated multi-party
discussions and, accepting the proposals
from civil society organizations, withdrew
the draft from circulation.

ith the support of DDF, persons

forcibly displaced from Nagorno-
Karabakh have received free legal aid.
From November 2023 to October 2024,
the Helsinki Citizens’ Assembly-Vanadzor
provided approximately 2,000 legal
counseling to persons forcibly displaced
from Nagorno-Karabakh.

To protect the property rights of forcibly
displaced residents, 185 applications were
sent to the European Court of Human
Rights. Legal support was provided in
Yerevan and all regions of Armenia. In
the scope of legal aids, 444 letters and

3 lawsuits were prepared, which could
help the Government of Armenia to plan
and implement social programs for the
displaced persons more effectively and
accurately.

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D D F the “Protection of Rights
Without Borders” NGO,
the Transparency International Anti-
Corruption Center, Helsinki Citizens'
Assembly-Vanadzor, the Law Development
and Protection Foundation, and the
International Partnership for Human Rights
(IPHR) have jointly submitted a report to
the United Nations Committee Against
Torture in response to the 5th periodic
report of the Republic of Azerbaijan. The
report addresses the issues of Azerbaijan'’s
compliance with its obligations regarding
the prevention and fight against torture,
specifically focusing on cases of ethnically
motivated torture and ill-treatment against
Armenians.

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Media
and Civic
Participation

In pursuit of advancing the
freedom of expression and

civic engagement in Armenia,

the Democracy Developmen
Foundation collaborates
extensively with a robust network
of journalists, community-based
civic activists, and human rights
advocates. This collaboration
entails bolstering independent
media platforms, including
regional ones, as well as
investigative journalism endeavors
and grassroots civil society
organizations.

These collective efforts serve

to reinforce democratic values,
counter disinformation and anti-
democratic narratives, as well as
foster evidence-driven content
centered on human rights,
democratic principles, and good
governance.
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In 2024, DDF supported the Factor media
platform in delivering impartial coverage
of current national events, analyzing key
public policy issues through stories and
feature series, and organizing inclusive
television debates. Factor provides a
platform for inclusive debates and publishes
fact-based news reports on current
important events, with a focus on issues
such as security, institutional reforms, the
protection of rights, and democratic values.

ith the support of DDF, the

“For Equal Rights” Educational
Center implemented the “Media
Literacy and Protected Communities”
project, aimed at increasing the level of
media literacy in communities across
Armenia and strengthening the public’s
resilience to disinformation. As part of
the project, a media literacy and civic
education classroom-club was opened
at the secondary school in the village of
Ghukhasavan, Ararat marz.

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n 2024, DDF supported the Fact
Investigation Platform, established
by the “Union of Informed Citizens”
NGO to contribute to the fight against
disinformation, targeting areas such as
democratic reforms, human rights, security
and peace, as well as public participation.

D DFsupported the Media Center
platform of the Public
Journalism Club to promote substantive
dialogue on important issues in Armenia
through live-streamed discussions,
interviews, press conferences, and other
public events. The program has helped
present the civil society’s position
on reforms, as well as foster deeper
understanding of issues such as human
rights protection, security, democratic
values, social justice, and more.

ith the support of the French

Embassy, DDF is promoting dialogue
between Russian and Ukrainian journalists
and civil society actors relocated to Armenia
in 2022 as a result of the war in Ukraine.
As part of this initiative, DDF has created
a platform for discussions and projects,
helping these communities overcome
common challenges and establish
cooperation with Armenian counterparts.
To this end, DDF supported the Alik_
Media Armenia NGO in providing a media
platform for Russian journalists who have
moved to Armenia, enabling them to
cover ongoing developments in the South
Caucasus for Russian-speaking audiences,
as well as counter authoritarian propaganda
and disinformation through fact-based
media content. The Union of Informed
Citizens has also received support to expose
false and misleading narratives through
fact-checking, particularly focusing on
content targeting various communities in
Armenia and disseminated by both foreign
and local media sources.
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mmediately after the floods in the Lori

and Tavush marzes in May 2024, the
Democracy Development Foundation
provided urgent support to civil society
organizations operating in these
regions. Specifically, DDF supported the
“Emergency Channel” Information NGO
to implement the “Resilient Tavush”
program, aimed at raising the awareness
and resilience of the Tavush region’s
population in the area of disaster risk
Mmanagement.

Discussions and public lectures

were organized in the four enlarged
communities in Tavush province—ljevan,
Dilijan, Noyemberyan, and Berd—
engaging representatives from local
self-government bodies, local NGOs, and
youth centers. Reports were prepared and
broadcast on “Tavush TV".
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D D has supported the Community
Mobilization and Support
Center operating in Alaverdi. As part
of the project, the center's “Voice of
the Citizen” media platform through
media reports has highlighted the socio-
economic, agricultural, infrastructural,
and environmental issues arising from the
disaster. The program has brought together
civil society, youth, and farmers in the Lori
region to raise awareness about the issues
related to disaster recovery and to advocate
for the protection of interests aimed at
mitigating the consequences.

With the support of DDF, the

“Civil Youth Center” NGO in

ljevan is conducting monitoring of the
expenditures related to the elimination

of the consequences of the flood and
compensation for damages to the residents
of the disaster-affected communities in
ljevan, Dilijan, and Noyemberyan's local
self-government bodies. The results will be
presented through community discussions
and a public awareness campaign
organized in the region.
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Social
Justice

The Democracy Development
Foundation endorses social justice
and equitable access to vital social
services for the most marginalized
segments of society, particularly in
the realms of vital social services
such as public health and education.
In addition to expansive initiatives
related to palliative care and mental
health, DDF is committed to fostering
a human rights-based approach and
equal access to healthcare services
particularly within the universal
health coverage framework.

DDF addresses inequalities, prejudices,
and discriminatory practices, by
enhancing the competence and
awareness of professional groups,
particularly educators and health
workers. The goal is to create an
environment where social justice
issues are effectively addressed,
ensuring equal opportunities,
inclusivity, and awareness of human
rights principles.
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In collaboration with a number of civil
society organizations, DDF has submitted
a package of recommendations to the
Ministry of Health regarding the draft law
on Comprehensive Health Insurance.

With the initiative of DDF, a discussion
on the electronic health care

system was held, with the participation of
representatives from the National Institute
of Health, civil society organizations, and
health care professionals.

As a result of the discussion, a package

of recommendations was developed and
submitted to the Ministry of Health of
Armenia, aimed at further reforms in the
sector. With the support of the Foundation,
a policy brief on the Electronic Health Care
System was developed, which addresses
the main challenges in the sector, including
issues related to legislation, data privacy,
registry management, the application

of new technologies, the launch of
applications, and other matters. The brief
also presents proposed solutions, which
have been sent to the authorities in the
sector.

Training sessions have
been held for healthcare providers to
develop advocacy skills for palliative
care. Legal and medical consultations
have been provided to healthcare
professionals, patients, and their families.
Recommendations have been developed
to improve the quality of palliative
care services in Armenia and will be
presented to the Ministry of Health of
the Republic of Armenia.
